Your passport needs to be valid for at least six (6) months after your journey ends, and should
have a minimum of one (1) blank visa page for entry and exit stamps.

Holders of U.S. and Canadian passports are not required to obtain a tourist visa for entry into
Mongolia for stays of up to 90 days.

73001. Service fees apply.

Citizens of other countries should contact the appropriate consular office for entry requirements
pertaining to their journey.

Mongolia currently has no COVID-19 vaccination or testing requirements for U.S. and Canadian
residents. Visit the U.S. Department of State at travel.state.gov or the Government of Canada at
travel.gc.caltravelling/advisories for up-to-date information and travel advisories. All requirements
are subject to change.

> Travellers who test positive for COVID-19 during their journey will be isolated in a
medical facility to receive treatment and evaluated by a doctor before being released.
COVID-19 related hospitalization and treatment is provided at no cost by the government
of Mongolia.

If required, the current cost for local testing ranges from USD $9-$50 (subject to change and
varies by location) and can be paid by cash in US dollars or local currency.

If your journey includes visits to Mongolia’s mountainous regions, you may experience altitude
sickness. Please consult your healthcare provider for suggestions on prevention and treatment.

Cash transactions can generally be made in either U.S. dollars or local currency, though some
smaller shops may require payment in Mongolian tugrug. U.S. dollars should be recently issued
bills in smaller denominations. Major credit cards are accepted on a very limited basis, mainly
only in the largest shops, hotels and restaurants. Access to ATM machines is available in larger
cities such as Ulaanbaatar but limited in rural areas.

On domestic flights between Ulaanbaatar and the Gobi Desert, passengers are limited to 1 piece
of checked baggage per person, with a maximum weight of approximately 22 pounds (10
kilograms). All limits are strictly enforced, and charges for overweight baggage can be
substantial. Excess baggage from international flights may be stored in your hotel in Ulaanbaatar.

Please use the provided A&K luggage tags, even if your bags already have ID tags. This makes it
easier for A&K staff to collect and manage your luggage for you.
